Ideas can include information, opinions, recounted experiences or events, observations, arguments, interpretations, narrative, thoughts or feelings

Develop and structure ideas means to build on ideas by adding details or examples, making connections between ideas, and working towards a planned whole.
	· Communicate straightforward ideas in a presentation for a specific audience and purpose.

Constructing means that the student develops their own content for the presentation

Producing could include designing, making, presenting, performing, participating in, contributing significantly to the production/presentation
