Infrastructure worksite refers to a site with activity relating to the construction, testing, and maintenance of infrastructure assets such as roads, passenger transport facilities, and public utilities.

Organisational procedures – instructions to staff and procedures which are documented in memo or manual format and are available in the workplace.  These procedures include but are not limited to – site-specific procedures, manufacturers’ specifications, codes of practice, traffic management plans, health and safety plans, contract work programmes, product quality specifications and reference to legislative or regulatory procedures relevant to the industry.

hand tools may include – shovel, pick, crowbar, pinch bar, handsaw, hacksaw, pipe cutter, bolt cutters, rasp, trowel, float, cold chisel, claw hammer, sledge hammer, screwdriver, spanner, multi-grip, clamp, socket set, tape measure, string line, scale rule, spirit level, brush;


evidence of 10 different hand tools is required.
