Purpose

This qualification is intended for masters of pilot launches operating within harbour limits, whose skills include advising a vessel’s master on heading and speed to make a lee for the transfer of a pilot, personnel, or stores; landing alongside, maintaining position, and clearing a ship’s side; performing emergency manoeuvres and responding to man-overboard situations; and conducting pre- and post-operational procedures.

While recognising these and other skills, the qualification is not specific to any one harbour.  Underpinning the qualification is the requirement for a knowledge of local harbour physical features (lights, navigation beacons, tides, currents) affecting the safe manoeuvring and management of a pilot launch including local port communications, infrastructure, emergency facilities, administration, and statutory requirements.

The qualification is designed to complement the rage of certificates between the Inshore Launchmaster to Master Foreign Going Ship (Master Mariner).
Credit for some unit standards required for this qualification can also be used to meet the requirements of the National Certificate in Stevedoring and Ports Industry (Tug Operations) [Ref: 0518].

Entry is open.  However, training providers and/or assessors must sight evidence that the candidate has any one of appropriate certification ranging from the Inshore Launchmaster Certificate to the Master Foreign Going Ship (Master Mariner) or equivalent, as specified in Maritime Rule Part 32 Ship’s Personnel - Qualifications before completing any training for, or assessment against Unit 11520, Navigate and manoeuvre vessel used for port operations within harbour limits and Unit 11525, Act as pilot launch master within harbour limits.
