The compulsory section recognises skills in:

· Hazard identification and risk assessment, and health and safety practices

· Conducting sampling

· Dispatching materials and compost products

· Operating a front end loader and carrying out basic maintenance.

Holders of this certificate will be able to demonstrate knowledge of the:

· Content of an environmental management plan for a resource recovery site
