Definitions

Inspection chamber – a chamber with working space at ground level through which the drain passes either as an open channel or as a pipe incorporating an inspection point.
Job specifications – instructions (oral, written, graphic) and may include any of the following: manufacturers’ instructions; design drawing detail specifications; specifications from a specialist source such as an architect, designer, engineer, or a supervisor; and site or work specific requirements.  Where job specifications are in conflict with applicable legislation, standards, and/or codes, such legislation, standards, and/or codes shall take precedence for the purpose of assessment.

Other services – any existing installed services such as water, gas, electricity, or telephone network cables.

All practical activities are to be carried out in a way that avoids harm to people and damage to property, environment, other services, materials, tools, and equipment.
4
Any preparatory and finishing work associated with the installation of inspection chambers must be carried out in accordance with the requirements of the job specifications, site conditions, relevant standards and codes, and the Building Act 2004.  This may include but is not limited to excavation, base stabilisation, backfill and compaction, site remediation.

Range

Inspection chambers are limited to wet chambers and may include but are not limited to – pre-cast concrete, in-situ, plastic, in-line inspection chambers, drop inspection chambers.

Candidates must hold a current limited certificate or exemption under supervision as issued under the Plumbers, Gasfitters, and Drainlayers Act 2006.

Recommended skills and knowledge for the unit standard: Unit 30532, Demonstrate knowledge of excavating and trenching for plumbing, gasfitting, or drainlaying, and Unit 30533, Position, excavate, and backfill excavations and trenches for plumbing, gasfitting, or drainlaying.
