Hazardous items and equipment identified by the safety check are rendered inactive or removed in accordance with manufacturer’s requirements, and company procedures.

Items and equipment identified by the safety check that are not fit for purpose are immediately reported in accordance with manufacturer’s requirements, and company procedures.
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
