Ring crutch is where only the wool around the anus and vulva is removed.
Workplace procedures refer to written and verbal policies and procedures on safety, operation and production set down by the employer or organisation.
4 For the purposes of assessment, the candidate is not required to set up and sharpen shearing combs and cutters.
