Definitions


Asset owner refers to a participant who owns or operates assets used for generating or conveying electricity.
HV is defined as ‘high voltage’ and includes voltages exceeding 1000V AC up to and including 11kV AC.
Industry requirements include all asset owner requirements; manufacturers’ specifications; and enterprise requirements which may include the documented workplace policies, procedures, specifications, business, and quality management requirements relevant to the workplace in which assessment is carried out.

It is recommended people achieve Unit 20069, Joint live LV paper insulated power cables in the electricity supply industry; or demonstrate equivalent knowledge and skills, before being assessed against this unit standard.
