Glossary


Uncrafted taonga puoro refers to instruments that have not been fashioned with tools, but are in their natural state, and may include but are not limited to tumutumu, pākuru, pūpū, pūmoana, kaikaroro, karanga manu, tuarōria, tōkere;

Natural materials may include but are not limited to shell, stone, bone, wood, vegetation.
