3 This unit standard may contribute to the New Zealand Certificate in English 

Language (General) (Level 4) [Ref: 3669].  Assessment of outcomes must clearly 
reflect the general context.  The requirements of this standard are consistent with the 
NZCEL Guiding Document.  This document includes guidelines relating to 
appropriate texts, task specifications and assessment conditions and can be found at 
http://www.nzqa.govt.nz. 

 
4 All assessment activities must be conducted in English, which must not be the 

candidate’s first language. 
 
5 The assessor must be satisfied that the candidate can independently demonstrate

1.1 Reading log records the date of reading, title, text type, and author or source of 

each text. 
 
1.2 Evidence of engagement with, and/or expressing viewpoints on texts is 

included. 
 

Range evidence of engagement may include but is not limited to – 
reflection on, comparison of texts.
