3 Demonstrate proficient skills to whatu basic sampler must be evidenced through:

· demonstration of in-depth understanding of materials, techniques and terminologies,
· production of straight whatu rows,
· production of even and balanced sides.
4 Demonstrate artistic skills to whatu basic sampler must be evidenced through:

· demonstration of comprehensive understanding of materials, techniques and terminologies,
·    production of sampler that shows consistent tension is maintained throughout,
· production of sampler that shows each whatu row is secured in a manner that enhances overall design,
· production of a sampler that is of an exceptional standard.
5 Ākonga must keep a documented visual diary or workbook, which includes photographs of processes and the completed sampler, to assist with assessment and authenticity.
