4 Definitions

Job specifications refers to the standard requirements of the job being undertaken.
Process specifications refers to the documented instructions and method of applying the materials to manufacture the item (time, materials, temperature, and application rates).

Product specifications refers to the documented requirements of the manufactured item.
Workplace policies and procedures refers to the documented procedures and policies providing guidelines of the tasks and activities carried out in the workplace. This typically include relevant health and safety requirements to eliminate hazard/risk in the company.

The deposited gel coat produced for this unit standard must include external and internal angles, and concave and convex surfaces.
