Evidence requirements

2.1 Thread up conforms to work instruction and pattern.

2.2 Pattern faults are traced to yarn and rectified according to the design
specification.

2.3 Broken joins are repaired in sequence required by the pattern.
2.4 Yarn sequence at needles is maintained according to pattern.
2.5 Carpet meets product specification.
