Suitable tools and equipment refer to industry approved tools and equipment that are 
recognised within the industry as being the most suited to complete the task in a 
professional and competent manner with due regard to safe working practices. 

 
5 For this unit standard, it is essential that the practical assessment evidence is 

obtained in the workplace under normal workplace conditions. 
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Outcomes and performance criteria 
 
Outcome 1 
 
Test and rectify diesel engine glow plug starting aid system faults. 
 
Performance criteria 
 
1.1 Glow plugs are tested, and any faulty plugs are replaced in the engine. 
 

Range faults confirmed by – engine operation, open circuit tests on 
elements. 

 
1.2 A wiring circuit to the glow plugs is tested, and any faults are rectified. 
 

Range may include but is not limited to – faults confirmed by testing for 
continuity and the supply of electrical power to each glow plug; 

 wiring replaced with correct size and type of cable. 
 
1.3 A check is made to ensure that, after rectification, the diesel engine glow plug 

starting aid system operates.
