e explaining the role of power.

Conclusion(s) must be drawn about the extent of the process’s influence on

individuals and on society supported with appropriate evidence and examples.

Comprehensively evaluate a social process means to demonstrate insightful
understanding of the social process and its influence on individuals and on society.
The evaluation must be supported with a comprehensive range of appropriate
evidence and examples.
