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Relational thinking involves one or more of:

e selecting and carrying out a logical sequence of steps

e connecting different concepts and representations

e demonstrating understanding of concepts

e forming and using a model;

and also relating findings to a context, or communicating thinking using appropriate
mathematical statements.

Extended abstract thinking involves one or more of:

e (devising a strategy to investigate a situation

¢ identifying relevant concepts in context

e developing a chain of logical reasoning, or proof

e forming a generalisation;

and also using correct mathematical statements, or communicating mathematical
insight.

Problems are situations which provide opportunities to apply knowledge or
understanding of mathematical concepts and methods. The situation will be set in a
real-life or mathematical context.

The phrase ‘a range of methods’ indicates that evidence of the application of at least
three different methods is required.

Students need to be familiar with methods related to:
e transformations (reflection, rotation, translation, and enlargement)
e symmetry of shapes and patterns.
