(eg line, shape, space, colour, tone, point, texture, form, mass) and principles (eg 
balance, harmony, rhythm, tension, contrast) to inform artwork. 
Photography drawing may include sketches, compositional notes, proof sheets, 
working prints, photograms, collage, montage, and photographs. 

 
4 Conventions appropriate to photography refer to the characteristics and constraints
