Marker commentary 

This portfolio was verified and placed in the middle of the Excellence grade range as it 
clearly fulfilled the criteria: 

• Painting conventions are used fluently and with understanding.

• Techniques and processes have been selected and used with understanding of their 
characteristics, such as underpainting, layering, and expressive mark making.

• Understanding of warm and cool colour relationships within the compositions is 
evident across both panels. Scale, line, shape, viewpoint, and positive and negative 
space are some of the devices employed throughout to extend and regenerate ideas 
within the pictorial narrative.

• The investigation is developed as an individual visual interpretation of music and 
dance, using an expressionist approach.

• The use of colour is distinctive in each work, and the portfolio is critically ordered to 
enhance the intention.
