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Marker commentary 

One E7 

Excellence-level understanding conveyed, e.g. linking laughter with being 
healthy, which is the focus of the event. Also, an understanding that 
participants are happy with the last event due to the amount raised for 
charity. 

Two E7 

Excellence-level understanding was conveyed. The candidate recognises 
mixed views on the four-day week, but also the fact that Steffen hasn’t 
actually experienced it yet. There is good detail in Part B about experiences 
internationally. 

Three E7 

A lot of information was understood, and inference based on this was made 
at Excellence level. The candidate begins to make inferences straight away, 
e.g. regarding Eberhard noticing the advent wreath appearing and the fact
that this points to the fact that Gerlinde may secretly wish to celebrate
Christmas still. The candidate also picked up that Eberhard says he knows
Gerlinde better than she knows herself, which again supports the argument
that he knew she would miss not celebrating.
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
