The candidate demonstrated understanding of most of the text at
Achievement level, with a small amount at a higher level (for example,
information about the coffee house experience is used to provide an
explanation of Lebensgefiihl). However, the candidate tends to draw
conclusions without providing supporting evidence from the text. For
example, the candidate mentions regulars without giving detail about Stefan,
and newspapers are briefly mentioned without any detail around why the
newspapers are such a significant part of Viennese coffee house culture. To
achieve Merit, the candidate would have needed to provide relevant
supporting detail from the text.

Similarly, the candidate demonstrated understanding mostly at Achievement
level, even if they understood some at a higher-level details (for example the
information about being looked at weirdly at a New Zealand barbeque), but
again draws conclusions without providing much supporting evidence from
the text. For example, there is no detail about how vegetarians are made to
feel uncomfortable at New Zealand barbeques.

The candidate shows understanding of some parts of the text at a high level
(for example, planters and green spaces, climate change, spaces for
socialising) but would have needed to provide more supporting detail from
the text for Merit.
