In your response, identify:

i. the'a’ and ‘o’ relationships that Mareikura encounters during his first day at his new school, Te
Kareti o Maunga Toa.
ii. the reasons why Mareikura and others have used either ‘a’ or ‘o’ categories when talking about
people, places, and/or objects.
iii. examples of language from the video/audio clip to support your response,

When the narrarator talks about 'Tona whanaunga' they have used "o’ form for familiy/relations®. This is because
‘familiy’ is relationships that take care of you'whanaunga and therefore 'o’ catagory. You could not use 'a'
catagory. You could use the neutral form Tana whanaunga'.

When Mareikura talks about 'taku peke’ he has used 'a’ form for 'bag’. This is because ‘bag' is
manmade/hangarau and therefore "a’ catagory. You could not use "o’ catagory in this example as he is talking
about it for carrying his food, but if he was wearing it you could use ‘o' catagory as it is an
adornmentfwhakarakei. You could use the neufral form “taku peke’.

When Mareikura's family member talks about 'tGna waewae’ they have used "o’ form for "leg’. This is because

leq’ is a part of your bodywahanga and therefore ‘o' catagory. You could not use 'a’ catagory. You could use the
neutral form 'tana waewae'.

In taku haere' they have used 'a’ form for "go’. This is because 'go’ is an action/'mahi and therefore "a' catagory.
You could not use ‘o catagory. You could use the neutral form ‘taku haere',

When Mareikura says 't9ku tur® he has used ‘o’ form for ‘foot’. This is because foot' is a part of the
body/wahanga and therefore "o’ catagory. You could not use 'a’ catagory. You could use the neutral form "taku
turi',

In ‘Gu hil' they have used ‘o' form for 'shoes’. This is because 'shoes' are something you wearfwhakardkei and
therefore "o' catagory. You could not use 'a’ catagory. You could use the neutral form '3 hi'.

In '6u waewae' they have used 'o’ form for legs’. This is because 'legs’ are a part of the body/wahanga and
therefore "o’ catagory, You could not use 'a’ catagory, You could use the neutral form '3 waewae',

In "t3u turi® they have used ‘o' form for “foot’. This is because fool’ is a part of the body/wahanga and therefore "o°
catagory. You could not use 'a’ catagory. You could use the neutral form "td turi’.

When Matua Paora says "tou ingoa’ he used "o’ form for ‘name’. This is because ‘name’ is a part of your
identity/wahanga and therefore 'o’ catagory. You could not use ‘2’ catagory. You could use the neutral form "t
ingoa’.

When Mareikura says 'tdku ingoa’ he has used ‘o' form for 'name’. This is because ‘name’ is a part of your
identity/wahanga and therefore '’ catagory. You could not use "a' catagory. You could use the neutral form “taku
ingoa’,

In ‘taku waewae' they have used ‘o' form for ‘leg’. This is because 'leg’ is a part of the body'wahanga and
therefore "o’ catagory. You could not use 'a’ catagory. You could use the neutral form "taku waewae'.
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When Matua Paora talks about “td titou kura' he has used o form for ‘school’. This is because school' 15 a
placewahi and therefore ‘o’ catagory, You could not use 'a’ catagory. There is no neutral form.,

In 'téu kaiako' they have used "o’ form for 'teacher’. This is because 'teacher' is a relationship that nurtures
you/whanaunga and therefore ‘o’ catagory. You could not use 'a’ catagory. You could use the neutral form 15
kaiako',

In 'méiku koe & awhina' they have used ‘a’ form for ‘help’. This is because ‘help' is an action/mahi and therefore
‘a’ catagory. You could not use ‘o’ catagory. There is no neutral form.

When Mareikura says 'aku mahi’ he has used "a’ form for ‘work'. This is because "work' is an action/mahi and
therefore a' catagory. You could not use "o catagory. You could use the neutral form “aku mahi’,

In 't& ting whanaunga' they have used neutral form for Tamiliy", You could also use the "o’ form as familiy' is a
relationship that takes care of youlwhanaunga and therefore "o’ catagory. You could not use "a’ catagory.

In 'taku kaupapa ako' they have used 'a’ form for 'learning’. This is because leamning' is an action/mahi and
therefore 'a' catagory. YWou could not use o' catagory. You could use the neulral form "taku kaupapa ako'.

When the text states, "Ko Te Kareti o Maunga Toa te ingoa o tona kura.” It is using '0° catagory when talking
about Mareikura's school. This is because in Te Reo Maori, a school should be talked about in "0 form, as itis a
placedwani. You could not use the A’ catagory when talking about a school and can therefore not use "Ko Te
Kareti o Maunga Toa te ingoa o tana kura." You could, on the other hand, use a neutral form fo talk about a
school, for instance, "Ko Te Kareti o Maunga Toa te ingoa o tana kura.'

In the text, it states "Ko Parekdwhai tona tino hoa.” In this example the text is using "0 catagory to describe the
relationship between Marekura and his best friend Parekdwhai. In Te Reo Maori, relationships with a person the
same generation or above is seen as a relationship were the other person looks after youw/nutures you, making it
whanaunga. You could not use "A’ catagory when talking about a friend or best friend and 2o you therefore could
not use ‘Ko Parekdwhai tdna tino hoa.”. You could, in this exampla, use a neutral form to talk about a friend or
best friend, ‘Ko Parekéwhai tana tino hoa.'
