Version 4 was issued to ensure the qualification remains achievable until its review.

Changes to structure and content:

· Total credits for the qualification decreased from 92 to 80 credits.

· Credit value for the Compulsory increased from 43 to 48 credits.

· Expiring standard 10674 was removed from the qualification.

· The requirement to achieve credits from the Finance - Māori domain was removed from the Elective, and standards 2608 and 27101 were added to the compulsory (as the only standards available from the Finance - Māori domain).

· The minimum credit requirement for the Elective decreased from 49 to 32 credits.
