	a. Follow sequence of switch-on routine and checks to achieve all performance functions of the rewind unit.

	5. Set knives on a corrugator for fibreboard packaging.
	a. Set knives to produce rolls to specified widths and ensure minimum waste is produced.

	a. Wind rolls to ensure lineal dimensions of completed rolls and direction of corrugations meet job requirements.

	5. Stack rolls for production of fibreboard packaging.
	a. Tape completed rolls to prevent unrolling and clearly label each roll or pallet load.

Assessment specifications:
Evidence presented for assessment against this skill standard must be consistent with safe working practices and be in accordance with applicable service information, workplace procedures and legislative requirements.

They may include but are not limited to – standard operating procedures, site specific procedures, site safety procedures, equipment operating procedures, quality assurance procedures, product quality specifications, manufacturer’s requirements, references, approved codes of practice, housekeeping standards, environmental considerations, on-site briefings, supervisor’s instructions, and procedures to comply with legislative and local body requirements relevant to the fibreboard packaging industry.
