· kaitiakitanga – Māori environmental management systems evolved to protect and enhance the mauri of taonga and ensure the sustainable use and management of natural and physical resources.
· mana whenua, mana moana.
· Māori resource management project examples – papa kāinga, marae, tawhito pā sites, wāhi tapu, fresh water, wastewater management. 

· Plan actions may include objectives, outcomes, due dates, project scope, references. 

· data collection may include oral interviews, written questionnaires, written surveys, visual and audio recordings, records of observations.
