· kaitiakitanga projects may include access, harvest, and use of pīngao (golden sedge) and harakeke (flax) for weaving; rivers to catch tuna (eels); feathers for garments such as a korowai (feather cloaks); and whale bone for carving; replenishment and re-stocking of pāua beds; or sustainable harvesting and management of harakeke.
· whānau, hapū and iwi environmental activities – working together for an event, an occasion, organising, contribution and participation.
· kōrero tuku iho is used in relation to Māori stories, or Māori histories and can be found in oral traditions for example ngā pūrākau, pakiwaitara, whakapapa, karakia, waiata, karanga, whai kōrero or in written literature, concepts, whakataukī and whakatauākī.
