Plans and specifications may include working drawings, site plans, manufacturer specifications, installation instructions, demolition plans, and project work plans.
Evidence for this standard must be demonstrated:

· to current and relevant legislation, standards and codes (including safety),

· in an environmentally sustainable manner,

· within an acceptable timeframe,

· in different and unfamiliar contexts,

· with acceptable behaviours.

Definition
Streetscape paving refers to the use of different paving materials in public spaces such as sidewalks, plazas, pedestrian zones, parks and road edges. The focus is on durability, safety, aesthetics and functionality to make these areas accessible and attractive.
