Feedback from industry and workplace assessors indicated the need for a review of this 
unit standard to enhance its assessability for the target audience.

• The title has been modified to clarify the intent of the unit standard. 
• A special note has been added to identify the range of plant and equipment to be 

cleaned. 
• The minimum plant and equipment evidence required has been included in the 

standard. 
• Some performance criteria and range statements have been modified to accurately 

reflect the elements.
