People currently working towards version 5 or 6 of this qualification may either complete
the requirements for that version or transfer their results to this version of the qualification.
The last date for assessments to take place for version 5 is 31 December 2009.

It is not intended that anyone be disadvantaged by this review, and the above
arrangements have been designed for a smooth transition.
