Visit waiver conditions

A condition has been added that NZ Transport Agency endorsement will be obtained, where applicable.
Industry or sector-specific requirements for accreditation

· Criterion1 – requirement added to ensure that NZ Transport Agency requirements in relation to NZ Transport Agency Approved Course Provider status are met.

· Criterion 7 – requirement added to indicate that only assessment material that has been approved by NZ Transport Agency and InfraTrain may be used for assessment against Driver License Endorsements standards.
