Transition

All existing candidates may either complete the requirements of version 3 of the qualifications or transfer to version 4.  The last date for assessments to take place for version 3 of both qualifications is December 2012.  If applicable, candidates who wish to complete version 3 of the qualifications will have to ensure that they have been awarded credit for the standards that have been designated expiring from the Management subfield, before they expire.

All new trainees will be enrolled in programmes leading to version 4 of the qualifications.

These qualifications contain classifications that replace earlier classifications.  For the purposes of these qualifications people who have gained credit for the standards listed in the lapsing classification are exempt from the requirement to gain credit for the standards in the new classifications – see table below.
