Summary of review and consultation process
The review occurred as a result of the mandatory review of Manufacturing qualifications, part of the Targeted Review of Qualifications (TRoQ).  The mandatory review involved extensive consultation with the key industry stakeholders including training providers, apparel manufacturing employers and other TRoQ groups.  Consultation included meetings to discuss the need to review the qualifications, and subsequent meetings considered the proposed content of the qualifications.  Wider consultation was also carried out via the Competenz TRoQ website in mid-June 2014.
Main changes resulting from the review
The New Zealand Diploma in Apparel and Fashion Technology (Level 5) [Ref: 2606] is a new qualification.
