Summary
The standard setting responsibility of unit standards housed in the Glass and Glazing and Flat Glass domains are split across two Workforce Development Councils, with 22 belonging to Hanga-Aro-Rau and 38 belonging to Waihanga Ara Rau. This is a result of the reallocation of qualifications and unit standards during the establishment of the Workforce Development Councils. For clarity, Hanga-Aro-Rau has reinstated an archived domain and renamed it Glass Processing and Manufacturing to house its own units. This will aid greatly providing clarity to industry and the Workforce Development Councils in terms of who is responsible for each standard setting body functions. This move is supported by Waihanga Ara Rau. 
Hanga-Aro-Rau have shifted the 22 standards, that they are the standard setting body responsibility for, into the Glass Processing and Manufacturing domain. 
Main changes
· Classification was updated to reflect shift in the domain from Glass and Glazing and Flat Glass to new domain Glass Processing and Manufacturing. 
· Standard setting body contact details amended from Building and Construction Industry Training Organisation (BCITO) to Hanga-Aro-Rau Manufacturing, Engineering and Logistics Workforce Development Council.
· Legislation was updated for currency.

· Outcome statement wording of standard 19609 was amended to align with the title and performance criteria.

· Planned review date was extended to 31 December 2022 from 31 December 2020.
