Definitions


MOSS (Maritime Operator Safety System) is a system to ensure that the owners and operators of all commercial vessels, including Coastguard Rescue vessels, operate in a safe and structure manner.  This system is implemented to comply with the requirements of the Maritime Transport Act 1994.  The link to the MOSS doc is https://www.coastguard.net.nz/sartr/modules/MOSS_Module.pdf.

MTOC (Maritime Transport Operator Certificate) refers to the certification issued by Maritime New Zealand.


MTOP (Maritime Transport Operator Plan) refers to the documented plan required by MOSS to comply with the requirements of the Maritime Transport Act 1994.

Workplace procedures refer to the policies and procedures set out in a verbal or written form by the employer or organisation.  Procedures must be consistent with current legislative requirements and manufacturer’s recommendations or instructions where relevant.
