PPE refers to personal protective equipment.
Workplace procedures refer to organisation policies and procedures that are documented in memo, electronic, or manual format and available in the workplace.  They may include but are not limited to – standard operating procedures, site specific procedures, site safety procedures, equipment operating procedures, quality assurance procedures, product quality specifications, manufacturer’s requirements, references, approved codes of practice, housekeeping standards, environmental considerations, on-site briefings, supervisor’s instructions, and procedures to comply with legislative and local body requirements relevant to the print sector.
