text types may include but are not limited to community events and activities newsletters, media articles or reports, social media post, emails, instructions or guides, narratives, speeches, lauga (a prepared written presentation for a religious setting), fakamatalaaga (speech);

texting abbreviations are not permitted.

Definitions
Language conventions relate to generally accepted usage or practice; when it is appropriate to use certain words at acceptable levels of formality within language use.
Language features include the way words work in sentences.  For example: verb tense markers such as:
· Kua - indicates that the event had happened, e.g. Kua omai tuai he vao.

· Ke - signals something that is yet to happen, e.g. Ō ke taute e fekau ha mua.

· A ē - signposts something that is in progress, e.g. Ko maua a ē ne oatu.

Variety refers to texts selected from a range of different text types which have been created for different audiences and purposes.
Write refers to organising text in a linguistically and culturally appropriate format and style, which may involve drafting and reworking over a period of time.
