Definitions
Drainlaying systems – drainage systems for the disposal of foulwater or stormwater that are constructed to convey the collected water to an appropriate outfall, using gravity flow where possible, but other means when necessary.

Job specifications – instructions (oral, written, graphic) and may include any of the following: manufacturer instructions; design drawing detail specifications; specifications from a specialist source such as an architect, designer, engineer, or a supervisor; and site or work specific requirements.  Where job specifications are in conflict with applicable legislation, standards, and/or codes, such legislation, standards, and/or codes shall take precedence for the purpose of assessment.

Other services – any existing installed services.

Any preparatory and finishing work associated with the installation of pumps and associated equipment must be carried out in accordance with the requirements of the job specifications, site conditions, relevant standards and codes, and the Building Act 2004.  These may include but are not limited to excavation, base stabilisation, backfill and compaction, and site remediation.

All practical activities must be carried out in a way that avoids harm to people and damage to property, environment, other services, materials, tools, and equipment.

Candidates must hold a current limited certificate or exemption under supervision as issued under the Plumbers, Gasfitters, and Drainlayers Act 2006.
